MINUTES

~ The Pine Bluff City Council met for a regular meeting at 5:30 p.m.
October 6, 2008 in the Council Chambers of City Hall.

Mayor Redus called the meeting to order.

The Invocation was given by Rev. Jesse Turner

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Redus.

Roll Call — Answering present were Alderwoman Holcomb,
Aldermen Brumett, Smith, Easterly, Alderwoman Roberts, Alderman
Stepps, Alderwoman Walker and Alderman Boyd.

Approval of Minutes — Alderwoman Roberts moved for approval
of the minutes from the September 15, 2008 meeting, seconded by
Alderman Brumett and the motion carried 8-0.

Alderwoman Holcomb, Chairperson of the Ordinances and
Resolutions Commiittee reported: the comnﬁﬂég met prior to the Pine Bluff
City Council meeting and recommended taﬁng the following actions on
the agenda:

Item No. 1 up for the 2" reading but will be completed

Item No. 2 up for the 1% reading but will be completed



Items 3 thru 9 will be heard and completed -

Alderman Brumett, Chairman of the Ways & Means Committee
reported: the committee met this afternoon at 5:00 p.m. and we have six
budget adjustments to consider
Budget adjustment (1) is from District Court II for $20,300.00, reason
required is to provide funds for payment of Marlene Robertson’s
accumulated sick pay and vacation on retirement. Budget understated on
Judges Retirement expenses. This amount will be taken from ‘the
Administrative Justice Fund, therefore having no affect on undesignated
funds. Alderman Brumett moved for approval of the budget adjustment,
seconded by Alderman Smith and the motion carried 8-0.

Budget adjustment (2) is from the Street Department for $161,000.00 and
the reason required is to provide funds for gasoline and electric expenses
that will run over budget due to the higher oil prices this year. Method of
financing, none is required $71,000 will be taken from salaries and
$90,000 will be taken from temporary help. A}derman Brumett moved for
approval of the budget adjustment, seconded t;y Alderman Easterly and the
motion carried 8-0.

Budget adjustment (3) is from District Court II for $11,500.00, reason

required is because the budget was understated on Judges Retirement



expense and additional funds are needed for copy machine supplies, $7,500
from group insurance and 4,000 from salaries. Alderman Brumett moved
for approval of the budget adjustment, seconded by Alderwoman Roberts
and the motion carried 8-0.

Budget adjustment (4) is for the Grants department for $50,000.00 and
the reason required is to provide budget in revenue and expense accounts
for the Disappropriated Minority Grant providing summer and after school
programs for youth. This amount will be taken from Grant Revenue.
Alderman Brumett moved for approval of the budget adjustment, seconded
by Alderwoman Roberts and the motion carried 8-0.

Budget adjustment (5) is for the Executive Department for $600.00 to
replace Media Channel server required to support City TV broadcast and
that amount will come from the department salaries. Alderman Brumett
moved for approval of the budget adjustment, seconded by Alderwoman
Roberts and the motion carried 8-0.

Budget adjustment (6) is from the Police De;partment for $124,416.00 to
provide funds for gas, oil and lubricants expen's'e Which will be over budget
due to higher gas prices. Additional funds are needed for overtime for
officers assigned to scheduled events for the remainder of the year. Only

$20,089.00 will be from undesignated funds. Alderman Brumett moved



for approval of the budget adjustment, seconded by Alderman Easterly and
the motion carried 8-0.

Alderman Brumett moved to pay the bills owed by the city,
secogded by Alderman Easterly and the motion carried 8-0.

Alderwoman Roberts, Chairperson of Community Development
Committee reported: presented a copy» of the Downtown Entertainment
District report and filed a copy with the City Clerk’s Office. The
committee will meet 10/14/08 at 4:00 p.m.

Alderwoman Walker, Chairperson of Public Health & Welfare
Committee reported: No report

Alderman Smith, Chairman for Public Works Committee reported:
No report, however Alderwoman Holcomb stated there had been a request
for lighting along Indiana Street around the Taylor Field area.

Alderman Stepps, Chairman of Development and Planning
Committee reported: No report

Alderman Boyd, Chairman of the Trafﬁé; and Aviation Committee
reported: No report |

Alderman Easterly, Chairman of the Administration Committee
reported: No report but he allowed Steve Miller to make a presentation in

reference to resolution number five.



Alderwoman Holcomb, Chairperson of the Public Safety Committee
reported: the committee met today at 4:00 p.m. with all members present.
The resolution authorizing intergovernmeﬁtal district court facilities
agreement will be on the agenda for October 20, 2008 meeting. Any
questions concerning this issue should be forwarded to the City Attorney’s
Office or the Mayor’s Office. The update on Sam Taylor School will be
available 10/20/08. Alderwoman Holcomb allowed Shawn Howell with
the Fire Department to make a presentation. Mayor Redus presentéd a
proclamation to the Fire Department.
